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Introduction

This document is a template for an abstract for submission to IWCE-7. This is in the form of a Microsoft Word document, the content of which should be modified according to the authors’ requirements. The abstract should consist of two pages – one page of text and one page of figures. Margins should be 1 inch (2.54 cm) for left and right, 0.75 inches top, and 1.25 inches bottom for A4 paper and have been set thus in this template. If US letter paper has to be used then the margins should be set to 1 inch left, 1.25 inches right, 0.75 inches top and 0.55 inches bottom.

Header

The header of the abstract should contain the title of the proposed paper, followed by a list of authors. Full details of each authors affiliation, with full address, should be provided, and contact information (telephone, fax and e-mail address) of the corresponding author should be given. Denote the corresponding author by an asterisk after their name.

The title should be centred in 14 point Times Bold (Microsoft Word style Heading 1). Author names and affiliations should be centred in 12 point Times (Microsoft Word style Author info)

Main text

The main text should be in 12 point Times, justified, with single line spacing. As this is an abstract, separate sections are not required, however the abstract may be divided into sections if you wish with each section heading in 12 point Times Bold (Microsoft Word style Heading 2). Equations, if any are present, should be centred on the page with the equation number aligned with the right hand text margin.
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Figures

Figures should be on the second page of the abstract and referred to numerically within the text. They should be clearly labelled and captioned in 10 point Times.
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The references for the abstract, if any, should be in 10 point Times (Microsoft Word style References) and be located at the end of the text on the first page, referenced in the text by the appropriate number enclosed within square brackets. Journal references should follow the style of [1]. For book references follow the style of [2], or, for a book section, that of [3].
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
